 treating pain, particularly in the musculoskeletal system for tenseness in the muscles

 disturbed sleep and ailments associated with stress

 better sports performance, injury treatment, speedier recuperation 

 migraine

 metabolic disorders

 ailments in the heart/circulatory system

 depression

 illness and injury of the nervous system
 optimization of pharmaceutical effect

 strengthening the immune system (including cases of tumor disease)

 skin complaints

Resonance: systemic regulation

Electromagnetic interaction: local manipulation

Information transmission
What does MRS do?
Regulatory effect on the autonomous nervous system

Stimulation of the bone cartilage

Nerve recuperation

Wound healing

Alleviation of pain

Improvement in the metabolic situation

Purging by improvements to circulation and metabolism

Activation of macrophages (phagocytes in the body’s defense system)

Reducing the sensitivity of receptors of adrenalin and noradrenalin

(stress hormones), with consequent reduction in stress

Regulation of the plexus myentericus in the intestines, with consequent regulation of 

Digestive activity

Improved melatonin production with the known consequences of this hormone - sleep 

Strengthening of the immune system: Influencing the vegetative nervous system and 

the lymphocytes

Improvement in the effect of pharmaceuticals due to improvement in the metabolism  and in the circulation of the blood
Normalization of the heartbeat

Improvement in respiratory volume due to improved function of the respiratory muscles 
 Reduction in the tendency of thrombocytes to clot – improved flow property
Are there any side-effects?
Clinical studies on more than 200,000 patients have shown no side effect detrimental to health.
The MRS should not be used in case of epilepsy, pregnancy and pace maker
